ISO-FLEX DRAIN GUARD 

Flexible Gutter System
PART 1 – GENERAL

1.01 WORK INCLUDED

The work shall consist of furnishing and installing a flexible gutter system in accordance with the details shown on the plans and the requirements of the specifications.

1.02 RELATED DOCUMENTS

Drawings and provisions of the contract, including General and Supplementary Conditions apply to this section.

1.03 QUALITY ASSURANCE

A. Work under this section shall be performed by an applicator approved by the manufacturer.  The manufacturer shall evidence in writing that the applicator designated to perform the work is qualified to install the specified systems.

B. Prequalification of bidders:  Submit proposed subcontractors to the engineer prior to bid.  Qualification criteria shall include compliance with 1.03-A above.  Specifier retains absolutely the right to reject any applicator or manufacturer submitted.

C. A site inspection shall be made by the approved applicator prior to commencing installation of the specified system, for the purpose of reviewing related conditions affecting performance requirements of this specification.

D. All products described in this section must be used with adequate personal protection.  Refer to the Material Safety Data Sheet that accompanies each product shipment for detailed health and safety information prior to use.

1.04 SUBMITTALS

A. A detailed statement describing the flexible gutter system to be installed including typical cross section details with pertinent dimensioning.  Approved Installers shall prepare and submit details of all special conditions to the manufacturer for review and approval prior to installation.

B. Manufacturer’s written acceptance and approval of the intended system applicator is required.

PART 2 – PRODUCTS

2.01 MATERIALS

A. Provide a flexible gutter system that is capable of accommodating multi-directional movement.  The system shall be composed of a commercial grade fabric reinforced neoprene gutter profile attached to the substrate via aluminum termination bars.

The system shall also utilize appropriate end caps to minimize moisture leakage, and an appropriate amount of down spouts in order to drain the system of the moisture it collects.

Furnish the Iso-Flex Drain Guard Flexible Gutter System at locations required, as manufactured by LymTal Intl., and as indicated on the drawings.

2.02 COMPONENT PROPERTIES

A. Gutter Seal 

Provide seal as specified and indicated on the contract drawings.  Seal material shall meet the following physical properties indicated below:

Width of Gutter Seal is based upon maximum joint opening.

B. Aluminum Termination Bar for under side slab attachment

Provide 3/16” thick x 3.5” aluminum 3003-H14 alloy.  The termination bar shall have countersunk holes drilled to accept the anchors and be tapered at the outer edge. 

C. Edge Sealant for Aluminum Termination Bar

Provide Iso-Flex 830 Sealant.
D. Accessories

Provide necessary down spouts for complete installation.

E. Anchors for Aluminum Termination Bar

Provide ½” diameter self-tapping concrete screws @ 18” on center.

PART 3 – EXECUTION

3.01 General

All work shall be installed in strict accordance with the system manufacturer’s recommendations employing trained installers utilizing proper tools and equipment and working under the direct supervision of a technically competent and experienced supervisor.

3.02 Installation
